Wow, God is so good. It is amazing that we serve a God who allows us to be a part of His Plan. In the last eight years, the student ministry has had amazing opportunities to have an impact on not only this community and state but also across the world. We have worked with Bethany Church in England, International Missionaries in Ecuador, Czech Republic and Belize. We are already gearing up for our 2010 High School International Trip. We have found if we do everything we can for two years, we can provide amazing mission opportunities for our students. If you are currently an seventh grader through high school senior, YOU ARE ELIGIBLE FOR the 2010 mission trip.

This year, we will be providing three Fundraising Opportunities in the next few months. This year’s opportunities are Run for the Son, Silent Auction, and BBQ, which historically have raised around $50,000. If you are possibly interested in the 2010 trip and you want to have part of the proceeds from these fundraisers, please read the following requirements. 

**One BIG change from past years is that you will need to sign in as well as receive a receipt from the onsite Student Volunteer Coordinator proving that you were present at each particular event and meet the requirements. If there are discrepancies between our office and your records when balances for the trip are due, you will need to provide your receipts to us so that records can be compared. Please note, keeping the receipts will be the responsibility of each student. 
Fundraising Requirements:


To receive the benefits of our fundraising efforts, we have established a plan to help keep students on track and maintain a level of commitment that is consistent. Our desire is not to punish students who don’t do their part but to reward those who view these opportunities as a way to help pay for their trip and put forth the effort to make these events successful.


Historically for our international trips, the student ministry, through students working and incredible adult volunteers, has been able to raise 90-100% of the funds necessary for the trips. In the past, the cost to the parents, if students have fully participated in fundraising, has been only a small deposit and $100-250 plus spending money. This has truly been a blessing from God. (Please note that this is not a guarantee, but if all students do their part, these fundraising efforts have the potential to raise sufficient funds.) 

REQUIREMENTS TO GET CREDIT FOR WORKING EVENTS

(Current 7th & 8th graders and all high school students must meet 

all the following requirements to get credit/receipt for event)

RUN for the SON

1. Student must be registered as a Runner or Phantom Runner.

2. Student must sign up at least “10 Runners or Phantom Runners.” Students count as one registration, plus they will need 9 more. Try your best to get from outside the church. (Why outside the church? Because we all work for the members inside the church and people could put down any of our names and it would not be fair to the people that talk to them the first time or did a testimony in their class, or handed out a flyer in the hall, or printed the flyer, etc.)

3. Student must do at least one of the following:


a. Work on RACE DAY (Possible jobs will have been posted by Lisa Smith in the      
RADIATE Café (ex. encouragement teams, course setup, water stations, etc.)
**Please note, students nor parents should approach any runner on race day about sponsorship.  All sponsors should be obtained before race day, not on race day.**

b. Hand out the “Road Closed” signs on Feb. 13 @ 4:00PM. Call Susan Parker at      
678.354.4375 for further details.


c. Hand out follow-Up “Road Closed” letter on Feb. 20 @ 5:00PM. (Please see sign-up 
sheet near café.)


d. Stuff race packets on Feb. 27 @ 7:00PM. Call Lisa Smith at 770.653.6696 for 
further details.


e. Students may work at the Race Table on Sunday mornings. See Lisa Quilis for 
further details.  

4. Listen for other needs that arise as the event nears.
